We accept that producers have a role to pay in the showing world, and know, at the top level, everyone has to compete 

together, but we feel it is beneficial to both pony and rider to compete with similar competitors on an even keel to gain 

the confidence and experience needed to progress in the sport. 

The show has been North West based all this time and we have been very lucky to have been well supported; we truly 

thank everybody that has made the show the success it has become. 

Unfortunately due to ‘late changes’ in policy at Myerscough we have had to find a new venue. 

Arena UK gives us the facilities we need to put the show on. We are very apprehensive, but excited about this new 

challenge, and hope that our north based supporters still come and support us, but also that we can now reach new 

competitors.  We have the usual show pony, working hunter classes, (this year for the first time we are having the 

workers indoors, which should benefit the ponies that need indoor practice before HOYS. 

We are very lucky in retaining the Veteran Horse Society Regional Final, (these are the only classes you need to qualify 

for, all the others are open to everyone) There are Pairs, Best Rider, Pure/Part Bred Arabs, Mountain and Moorland 

ridden and working hunter, in fact there is something for everybody. The top ten riders in most of the classes go through 

to the evening performance complete with Ring Guard and Musical lap of honour, to be presented with their 

rosettes/sash Please come and support us, we are a very friendly show, and will give you a good time. 

None of the committee gain either financially by being involved in the show, they are just so passionate about 

the children enjoying the show, as we realise that they are the sports future. All the money we make goes back 

into the show, and we are always looking for people, who can help us guarantee the show’s future.

NCPA QUALIFYING RULES 

THE SHOW IS A QUALIFIER FOR THE N.C.P.A PONY OF THE YEAR SHOW AND THE PART BRED WELSH RIDDEN CHAMPIONSHIP HELD IN 

CONJUNCTION WITH THE N.C.P.A. PONY OF THE YEAR SHOW 2009.  1ST AND 2ND PRIZEWINNERS IN APPROPRIATE CLASSES WILL QUALIFY AND THE 

HIGHEST NOT QUALIFIED IN THE FIRST 6 FOR PART BRED WELSH IN APPROPRIATE CLASSES. 

ALL CLASSES ARE QUALIFIERS   EXCEPT 77, 78, 79, 8, 38, 39, 40, 49, 66, 68, 69, 70, 71, 72, 73, and 74 

BRITISH ELITE SHOW RULES 

COMPETITORS OF THE BRITISH ELITE HORSE SHOW, DO NOT NEED TO BE AFFILIATED OR MEMBERS OF ANY SOCIETY EXCEPT FOR CLASSES 

OFFERING QUALIFICATION. NON MEMBERS CAN COMPETE BUT ARE NOT ELIGIBLE TO QUALIFY. ALL PERSONS ENTERING, COMPETING OR 

OTHERWISE BEING PRESENT AT THE SHOW, WHETHER MEMBERS OR NOT, ARE SUBJECT TO THE CONSTITUTION OF THE ELITE SHOW INCLUDING 

DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES AND SHALL BE DEEMED TO HAVE CONSENTED TO THE JURISDICTION OF THE BRITISH ELITE COMMITTEE. 

OWNERS ENTERING ANIMALS DO SO, ENTIRELY AT THEIR OWN RISK AND IT IS A CONDITION OF ENTRY THAT NO LIABILITY OF ANY KIND

THE CLASSES YOU NEED TO SEE.
